Using Weblogs as a language tool in the EFL classroom


You can use a class blog to…

· Post class-related information such as events, assignments etc.
· Post prompts for writng assignments
· Provide examples of classwork, vocabulary activities, etc
· Provide online reading exercises to provide in class discussion
· Pass on interesting links
· Post photos and comment on class discussion
· Invite student comments on issues or postings to give writing tasks an audience
· Publish examples of student writing done in class
· Showcase classroom stories
· Create a literature circle or book club
· Ask students to start their own individual blogs where they can post their own ideas
· Post tasks to carry out project-based learning activities
· Build a class newspaper using student-written articles and photos
You can encourage students to…

· Answer classroom questionaires and surveys as well as quizzes
· Use the blog as a learner journal
· Post their ideas about topics discussed in class
· Use the blog as a space to use English freely to talk about topics relevant to classroom work
· Use the blog as an online meeting place for students to share ideas
· Use the blog to complete classroom writing assignments
· Use the blog to collect and keep pieces of writing
· Use the blog to work in pairs or small groups
